2.  Dakini Valley Update  (Report by Grant Sharpe)
Dakini Valley is a no kill dog shelter run by Buddhist Monks.  It is situated on a beautiful site in Northern Arizona about 5 miles from Young. Currently they have about 30 dogs, and would like to shelter more.  They need more space.  They bring dogs down to the Valley for adoption, and end up taking some back from people who can no longer take care of them.

The Monks would like a sustainable house to live in, with solar and wind energy and a rain water collection system.  

Currently the Project team is building a small wind turbine that ASU designed last year.  The Team is building it here and will take it up to the site.

3.  Marcala, Honduras Update  (Report by Ryan Eberle)
Wastewater Treatment System – This was our original project. It was a big giant concrete tank. 20 years old or so, not sure how deep – perhaps 20’ deep.  Never been cleaned. Filled up with solids.  Waste comes in one side and goes out to the river on the other side.  Project fell by the wayside due to politics. Another funding agency came in for a new system, but had to use their system which is 2.5 times larger than the space for it.  Economy slowed, and funding didn’t happen.  Italians were there doing rehab on the wastewater collection system so it doesn’t leak.

Rainwater Catchment System - Through another member we got word there was a community nearby, Sabanetas, that wanted a rainwater catchment system for kids in school.  They only have one outdoor wash basin. The Community indicated they wanted a hand washing station and possibly use the discarded water for flush toilets.  The Team decided to focus on the rainwater collection project since the wastewater project was on hold.

Water Distribution System - On the Project Teams 3rd and most recent Assessment trip (May 2010) to measure rainwater catchment possibilities, 7 went down, including  2 Spanish –speaking students from the ASU student chapter who translated.  The Sabanetas water pump had broken, and the Team was told by the Community they didn’t really want them to focus on the rainwater catchment system, but a water supply and distribution system. Sabanetas is pretty well piped to a main tank – and they have the ability to get  water to 60 of 100 or so homes.  It is a 8,000 gal gravity fed tank that is recharged by a pump and a spring feeds into it. It is very expensive to maintain the pump – about $150/mo.  There is only a small pool of people to provide money to run the pump, which is prone to breaking. There is no way of collecting money for maintenance.  It is pretty much used until it breaks and then they try to repair it.  The Community wanted us to look at an existing Spring further away where gravity would work.  For 3 or 4 months they do not get much rain, so the spring may not supply all their needs.

Next Phase -The next phase is to look at the spring and the possibility of gravity feeding spring to the tank.  A Peace Corps volunteer will do the topo survey.  The new spring is in a different municipality.  We are working with the Mayor of Marcala to get rights to even walk on the land. It is about 5 kilometers from the new spring to the tank.  It could be 8 to 10 kilometers of pipe, because of hills to connect the two.  In Honduras the needs of a group outweigh the needs of a single person.  Once the Mayor has achieved access rights, we can go ahead with survey and feasibility analysis and submit to National.  The community will be installing a new pump.  The project team is finishing an assessment trip report.
